Ad 1. Prodiskutiran je zapisnik s prethodne sjednice
UO odræane dana 23. rujna 2009. godine. Prof. MiliËiÊ se
osvrnuo na aktivnosti HKD koje su odræane nakon sastan-
ka UO u rujnu: obiljeæen je Svjetski dan srca, uspjeπno or-
ganiziran meunarodni skup pod pokroviteljstvom Europ-
skog kardioloπkog druπtva “Cardiology Update” u Dubrov-
niku, potom su Ëlanovi naπeg druπtva sudjelovali aktivno u
organizaciji 2. hrvatskog kongresa o hipertenziji i Srednje-
europskog kongresa hipertenzije u Zagrebu te je organizi-
ran zajedniËki struËni skup s Francuskim kardioloπkim dru-
πtvom u Dubrovniku. 

Komentirana je posebno toËka dnevnog reda o progra-
mu specijalizacije iz kardiologije. Prof. MiliËiÊ je izvjestio
nazoËne kako je od proteklog sastanka izgleda doπlo do

Ad 1. The minutes of the previous MB meeting held on

23th Sep 2009 was discussed. Prof. MiliËiÊ mentioned the
activities of the CCS that were held after the MB meeting in
September: the World Heart Day was celebrated, the inter-
national gathering  was successfully organized under the
auspices of the European Society of Cardiology (ESC) “Car-
diology Update” in Dubrovnik, after that, the members of
our Society actively participated in the organization of the
2nd  Croatian Congress on hypertension and Central Euro-
pean Congress of Hypertension in Zagreb, followed by the
organization of the common expert meeting with the
French Cardiac Society in Dubrovnik. 

The agenda on program of specialization in cardiology
was especially commented.  Prof. MiliËiÊ informed the at-
tendees that since the completion of the previous meeting
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some improvements in activities relating to agreeing on the
specialization programs in cardiology have been made.
Based on an report of Prof. ZaputoviÊ who was prevented
from attending the meeting, and who is the member of the
WG of the Ministry of Health, planned future specializa-
tion in cardiology should last for five years (two years’ edu-
cation in internal medicine, so called joint base for all in-
ternal specialization + three years’ education in cardiolo-
gy) followed by planning a potential sub-specialization la-
sting for one year. This is the way how the coordination
with the specialization program conducted in the EU states
would be established. Specialization in emergency medi-
cine will be introduced; the most disputed was the specia-
lization in invasive medicine, since such specialization in
the EU countries exists only within the specialization in
anesthesiology.  

The new layout of our Internet portal www.kardio.hr
was unanimously evaluated as the better one and more
comprehensible providing more information than the pre-
vious one. It was concluded that we should appeal to all
members to be connected to the Internet portal since in the
future all news will first and most consistently be publici-
zed on the Internet.  

Ad 2. There was a fierce discussion relating to the list
of the members of the CCS. Since the maintenance and
archiving thereof was usually interrupted during the previ-
ous period, the current list of members was revised by Dr.
PoËaniÊ and so revised it will be forwarded to all MB mem-
bers. After having obtained an insight into the membership
and corrections the final actual list of members will be pre-
pared and it will be forwarded to the European Society of
Cardiology. Dr MargetiÊ reminded us of the newly accept-
ed members who had been accepted at the meeting held
some two years ago and committed himself to forward the
minutes of this meeting to the Secretary, so that these mem-
bers may be included in this list. After having obtained a
short insight into the present list of members, it was re-
vealed that some colleagues from the Clinical Hospital Ses-
tre Milosrdnice and Clinical Hospital Centre Rebro were
included in the list and some other who were accepted as
members were not included in the list. After having ob-
tained an insight from the above MB meeting, the Secretary
will correct this. 

There was a discussion on membership fees that had
not been collected for two years. After the short discussion,
it was decided that the membership fees for this previous
period would not be collected whereas all members as-
sumed an obligation to make a statement enabling thus the
Accounting Department of the institutions where they
work to deduct the membership fees from the salaries in
the same manner as it is done by the Croatian Medical
Chamber and this will be done from the January 2010. It
was agreed that this amount should be HRK 30.00 a
month, and the statement will be delivered electronically
first to the MB members and after that to the other Heads
of departments, institutes and clinics, so that they can re-
mind their colleagues of the obligation concerning the pay-
ment of the membership fees. The administrative prohibi-
tion would automatically implement the part of the Statutes
according to which the retired doctors would not pay the
membership fee.  The membership fee is the same for all
members who are actively working, regardless of their sta-
tus (residents, sub-residents, specialists, sub-specialists,
head doctors, masters of science and doctors of philoso-
phy, assistant professors and professors).   

The request of the Society members for recognition of
the cardiologist status was discussed and following a short
discussion it was decided to accept the request by Dr.
Nediljko JukiÊ from Pula, to allow him the direct taking

pomaka u aktivnostima o usuglaπavanju programa specija-
lizacije iz kardiologije. Temeljem usmenog izvjeπÊa prof.
ZaputoviÊa koji je bio sprijeËen nazoËiti sastanku, a koji je
Ëlan RS Ministarstva zdravstva, planirana buduÊa specijali-
zacija iz kardiologije treba trajati pet godina (dvije godine
edukacije iz interne medicine, tzv. zajedniËko deblo svim
internistiËkim specijalizacijama + tri godine edukacije iz
kardiologije) a nakon toga se planiraju moguÊe subspecija-
lizacije u trajanju od jedne godine. Time bi se uspostavilo
usklaivanje s programom specijalizacije koji se provodi u
zemljama Europske unije (EU). Uvodi se i specijalizacija iz
hitne medicine, a najviπe je prijepora izazvala specijali-
zacija iz intenzivne medicine, buduÊi takva spacijalizacija
u zemljama EU postoji samo u sklopu specijalizacije iz
anesteziologije. 

Jednoglasno je novi izgled naπeg internetskog portala
www.kardio.hr ocijenjen boljim i preglednijim te informa-
tivnijim od prethodnog. ZakljuËeno je da treba apelirati na
sve Ëlanove da se ËeπÊe povezuju na internetski portal jer
Êe se ubuduÊe sve vijesti prvo i najkonzistentnije objavlji-
vati upravo na internetu. 

Ad 2. Povedena je konstruktivna rasprava o popisu Ëla-
nova HKD. BuduÊi je voenje i arhiviranje iste bilo u pro-
teklom razdoblju obiljeæeno prekidima, aktualni popis Ëla-
nova proËiπÊen je od strane tajnika dr. PoËaniÊa i kao ta-
kav biti Êe proslijeen svim Ëlanovima UO. Nakon uvida u
aktualno Ëlanstvo i ispravaka biti Êe saËinjen konaËni aktu-
alni popis Ëlanova, koji Êe se proslijediti i u Europsko kar-
dioloπko druπtvo. Dr MargetiÊ je upozorio na novoprim-
ljene Ëlanove koji su bili prihvaÊeni na sjednici odræanoj
prije otprilike dvije godine i obvezao se zapisnik s te sjed-
nice proslijediti tajniku kako bi se ti Ëlanovi pridruæili po-
pisu. Kratkim uvidom u sadaπnji ispis Ëlanova otkriveno je
da su neki kolege iz KB Sestre milosrdnica i s KBC Rebro
bili na popisu, a drugi, koji su u isto vrijeme zaprimljeni u
Ëlanstvo nisu. Nakon uvida u zapisnik s navedenog sastan-
ka UO, tajnik Êe to ispraviti.

Povedena je rasprava o Ëlanarinama, koje nisu bile sa-
kupljane dvije godine. Nakon kraÊe rasprave odluËeno je
da se Ëlanarine za to proteklo razdoblje neÊe naplaÊivati,
uz obavezu svih Ëlanova da od sijeËnja 2010. godine pod-
nesu izjavu kojom se raËunovodstvu ustanova u kojim rade
omoguÊi mjeseËno odvajanje Ëlanarine iz plaÊe na isti na-
Ëin kako to radi Hrvatska lijeËniËka komora. Dogovoreno
je da taj iznos bude 30,00 kuna mjeseËno, a izjava Êe se
elektroniËkom poπtom dostaviti prvo Ëlanovima UO, a po-
tom i ostalim voditeljima odjela, zavoda i klinika kako bi
oni u svojoj sredini podsjetili svoje kolege na obvezu up-
late Ëlanarine. Administrativnom zabranom bi se automat-
ski sproveo dio Statuta kojim umirovljeni lijeËnici ne pla-
Êaju Ëlanarinu. »lanarina je ista za sve radno aktivne Ëla-
nove, bez obzira na njihov status (specijalizanti, subspeci-
jalizanti, specijalisti, subspecijalisti, primarijusi, magistri i
doktori znanosti, docenti i profesori). 

Raspravljalo se i o zahtjevu Ëlanova druπtva za prizna-
vanjem statusa kardiologa i nakon kraÊe rasprave je od-
luËeno da se prihvati zahtjev dr. Nediljka JukiÊa iz Pule te
da mu se odobri direktno polaganje subspecijalistiËkog is-
pita iz kardiologije, temeljem njegovog dosadaπnjeg struË-
nog rada i angaæmana u kardiologiji.

Tajnik je potom prikazao novozaprimljene molbe za
Ëlanstvo u HKD te su nakon rasprave prihvaÊeni novi Ëla-
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sub-specialist exam in cardiology based on his prior pro-
fessional work and engagement in cardiology. 

Following that, the Secretary presented the newly ac-
cepted requests for membership in the Croatian Cardiac
Society and after the discussion, the following new mem-
bers were accepted:  Dr. Mia RomËeviÊ from Zagreb, Dr.
Davor Horvat from Karlovac, Dr. Maja Batinica from Za-
greb, Dr. Ilko VuksanoviÊ from Zagreb, Dr. Davor Pod-
bevπek from KorËula, Dr. Jasna »erkez Habek from Zagreb,
Dr. Hrvojka Zeljko from Zagreb, Dr. Marina VidosavljeviÊ
from Vinkovci, Dr. Jasna CmreËnjak from »akovec, Dr.
Oliver Buπljetik from Zagreb, Dr. Helena JerkiÊ from Za-
greb, Dr. Tomislav LetiloviÊ from Zagreb, Dr. Ivica Pre-
muæiÊ MeπtroviÊ from Zagreb, Dr. Aleksandra MlinariÊ
from Zagreb. Dr. Jasmina »atiÊ from Zagreb, Dr. Hrvoje
VraæiÊ from Zagreb, Dr. Melanie »ilo from Zagreb, Dr.
Mario UdoviËiÊ from Zagreb, Dr. Mira StipËeviÊ from Za-
greb, Dr. Mario SiËaja from Zagreb, Dr. Ivana ©akiÊ from
Zagreb, Dr. Dubravka JonjiÊ from Zagreb, Dr. Sanda Sokol
from Zagreb, Dr. Mirjana Kardum PejiÊ from Zagreb, Dr.

Ad 3. Prof. MiliËiÊ showed us a letter received from
Prof. PetraË, the President of the WG for arrhythmia and
electrostimulation. According to this letter, the Working
group requests the Croatian Institute for Health Insurance
(HZZO) to exclude very expensive apparatus used for treat-
ment of life endangering patients (implantable cardiovert-
ers and resynchronization electrostimulators defibrillators)
as a consequence of its high price from the ordinary mate-
rial limits of the departments that implant them. The fact
that they, due to their price, greatly reduce the budget of
every department necessary for daily functioning was sub-
stantiated. Since it is the apparatus that directly saves the
life of a patient who has it implanted based on indications,
we appealed to the HZZO that the purchase thereof should
be made outside the ordinary department limits, such as
purchase of especially expensive oncologist and similar
medicines. The proposal was supported and it was agreed
that after some little coordination of statistical data with
Prof. PetraË, it would be signed and forwarded to the
HZZO.    

Another letter from the same group concerns the cod-
ing of especially demanding procedures that are performed
in electrophysiologic testing and treatment of arrhythmias
according to the DRG system. The facts about the job
which is demanding and requires not only a lot of finan-
cial, but also human resources were presented and the
change to coefficient in DRG system of payment of hospi-
tal services was presented.  The request was supported and
adopted. 

Ass. Prof. Strozzi and Prof. Bergovec presented the sa-
me problem concerning the calculation according to DRG
system of invasive procedures (PCI) with stent implantation
and use of clopidogrel with patients with myocardial in-
farction and they committed themselves to prepare a study
and a request for changes to the system to be submitted to
the HZZO for the next MB meeting.

The WG for arrhythmias and electrostimulation also re-
quested the opinion on the proposal called “Eastern Initia-
tive”, according to which some of the members of EHRA
wished to create a special subgroup within the European
Association for arrhythmias and electrostimulation (EHRA).
It would refer to the former states of the Warsaw Treaty,
former Yugoslavia along with Albania. After the short dis-
cussion, such initiative was unanimously refused as com-

Ad 3. Prof. MiliËiÊ je predstavio dopis koji je zaprimio
od predsjednika RS za aritmije i elektrostimulaciju, prof.
PetraËa. Tim dopisom RS traæi od Hrvatskog zavoda za
zdravstveno osiguranje (HZZO) da se posebno skupi apa-
rati kojima se lijeËe æivotno ugroæeni pacijenti (implan-
tabilni kardioverteri i resinhronizacijski elektrostimulatori
defibrilatori) zbog svoje visoke cijene izuzmu iz redovnih
materijalnih limita odjela koji ih ugrauju. Argumentirana
je Ëinjenica da oni svojom cijenom bitno smanjuju pro-
raËun svakog odjela potreban za svakodnevno funkcioni-
ranje. BuduÊi se radi o aparatima koji direktno spaπavaju
æivot pacijentu kojem su ugraeni sukladno indikacijama,
apelirano je na HZZO da se njihova kupnja ostvari izvan
redovnih limita odjela, poput nabave posebno skupih on-
koloπkih i inih lijekova. Prijedlog je podræan i dogovoreno
da Êe nakon manjeg usklaivanja statistiËkih podataka s
prof. PetraËom, biti potpisan i proslijeen na HZZO. 

Drugi dopis od iste skupine tiËe se πifriranja posebno
zahtjevnih procedura koje se obavljaju u elektrofiziolo-
πkom testiranju i lijeËenju aritmija prema sustavu DTS-a.
Podastrijeti su argumenti o vrlo zahtjevnom poslu koji troπi
ne samo mnogo materijalnih veÊ i ljudskih resursa, te je
predloæena izmjena koeficijenata u DTS sustavu plaÊanja
bolniËkih usluga. Zahtjev je podræan i prihvaÊen. 

Doc. Strozzi i prof. Bergovec su iznijeli isti problem
kod obraËuna po DTS sustavu invazivnih zahvata (PCI) s
implantacijama stenta i primjeni klopidogrela kod pacije-
nata s infarktom miokarda te su se obvezali da Êe pripremi-
ti elaborat i zamolbu za promjenama sustava HZZO-u za
iduÊi sastanak UO.

Radna skupina za aritmije i elektrostimuaciju je tako-
er molila i miπljenje o prijedlogu zvanom “Eastern Initia-
tive”, kojim neki od Ëlanova EHRA-e æele naËiniti posebnu
podskupinu unutar Europskog udruæenja za aritmije i elek-
trostimulaciju (EHRA). Ona bi se odnosila na bivπe zemlje
Varπavskog ugovora, bivπe Jugoslavije uz Albaniju. Nakon
kraÊe rasprave jednoglasno je takva inicijativa odbijena
kao potpuno nepotrebna, jer upravo zbog istih razloga po-
stoji europsko druπtvo i nisu potrebne podskupine. 

Doc. PerπiÊ je takoer UO upoznao s problematikom
obraËuna kardiovaskularne rehabilitacije i prevencije, koju
HZZO ne razlikuje od ostalih naËina rehabilitacije. Isto je
u suprotnosti sa smjernicama Europskog kardioloπkog dru-
πtva te je njegov dopis u ime Radne skupine za kardioloπku
rehabilitaciju i prevenciju, a tiËe se navedene problema-
tike u cijelosti prihvaÊen. ZakljuËeno je da se inicijativa
Radne skupine u ime HKD proslijedi HZZO-u. 
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pletely unnecessary, because for such reasons there is the
European Society, while subgroups are not necessary.  

Ass. Prof. PerπiÊ familiarized the MB with the problem
of calculation of the cardiovascular rehabilitation and pre-
ventions that the HZZO does not differ from the other re-
habilitations. The same is contrary to the guidelines of the
ESC and his letter on behalf of the WG for cardiac rehabi-
litation and prevention which addresses the above prob-
lems was accepted as whole. It was concluded that the ini-
tiative of the WG on behalf of the CCS should be forwar-
ded to the HZZO.  

Ad 4. Prof. MiliËiÊ familiarized the MB members with
the problem of lay reanimation that was emphasized by
Prof. PoliÊ from Split. The initiative worth all praise is un-
derway there and it refers to the purchase of Automatic Ex-
ternal Defibrillators (AED) that would be installed at strate-
gic spots in the County, which has been done in the rest of
the world for years. Such defibrillators should start reani-
mation in the place where a sudden heart arrest occurs in
overcrowded places (railway stations, airports, ships,
marines, hotels).  Both the Red Cross and our Society ex-
pressed dissatisfaction with such legal regulations, since
according to the international statistics, the largest number
of successfully conducted reanimations were done by
laypeople in the place of cardiorespiratory arrest. It was
concluded that the proposal should be sent to the Ministry
for revision of the legal regulations, and it was also con-
cluded that a reanimation course accompanied by use of
AED should be organized for persons that are expected to
be the first in the place of arrest (personnel of the airport,
railway stations, marines, hotels). This is how we would try
to improve the quality of reanimation and improve its out-
come. 

Ad 5. The activities planned by the CCS will be numer-
ous in the year that follows. Prof. MiliËiÊ familiarized the
attendees with planned activities: Symposium of pul-
monary hypertension to be headed by Prof. Samaræija, the
annual congress of the CCS in Opatija in October that due
to funds rationalization would be acompanied by the sym-
posium of echocardiography with invited lecturers from
abroad, Cardiology Conference in Dubrovnik planned to
be held in May in cooperation with the French Cardiac So-
ciety, Symposium of arrhythmias in Zagreb in March, sym-
posium of MSCT coronarography to be organized by Dr.
JukiÊ in Zagreb. 

Prof Bergovec familiarized the MB attendees with the
activities relating to preparing translation and edition of
pocket guidelines of the ESC. The guidelines for pre-opera-
tive evaluation of patients for non-cardiac operations have
been finished, the guidelines on prevention of cardiovas-
cular diseases and STEMI are being planned. Dr. PoËaniÊ
has taken on the obligation to produce a pocket format
translation of the guidelines for atrial fibrillation.   

Prof. Bergovec also presented the problem concerning
the implementation of the guidelines of “Heart Score” pro-
gram that have been translated in the EC, but which are not
applicable in Croatia since they have not been written in
the Croatian language. The document has been translated
into Croatian and returned to the European Heart House
waiting to be officially inaugurated so that it may be ap-
plied in our country.   

Ad 6. It was agreed that the future meeting of the Man-
agement Board should be held on the first Tuesday in the
month at the Faculty of Medicine in the meeting room,
commencing at 17 o’clock and the next meeting is sche-
duled to be on the first Tuesday in February (owing to the
forthcoming holidays, the first Tuesday in January has been
skipped) on 2nd February 2010. 

The meeting was adjourned at 18 o’clock.  

Ad 4. Prof. MiliËiÊ je Ëlanove UO upoznao s proble-
matikom laiËke reanimacije, na koju mu je skrenuo pozor-
nost prof. PoliÊ iz Splita. Tamo je, naime, u tijeku hvale vri-
jedna inicijativa da se nabave automatski eksterni defibri-
latori (AED) koji bi se postavili u æupaniji na strateπkim
mjestima, kako se te veÊ godnama radi u svijetu. Tim defi-
brilatorima bi se trebalo zapoËinjati reanimaciju na mjestu
gdje se iznenadni zastoj srca dogodi, a veliki je promet lju-
dima (kolodvori, zraËne luke, brodovi, marine, hoteli). No,
prema vaæeÊim zakonima Republike Hrvatske, laicima je
zabranjena reanimacija. I Crveni kriæ Hrvatske je kao i na-
πe druπtvo izrazio neslaganje s takvom zakonskom regula-
tivom, buduÊi su, temeljem svjetskih statistika, najveÊi broj
uspjeπno sprovedenih reanimacija zapoËeli upravo laici,
na mjestu kardiorespiratornog aresta. ZakljuËeno je da se
uputi prijedlog Ministarstvu za revidiranjem zakonskih od-
redbi, a takoer je zakljuËeno da se mora organizirati teËaj
reanimacije s koriπtenjem AED-a osobama koje se oËekuje
da budu prve na mjestu aresta (osoblju zraËne luke, kolod-
vora, marine, hotela). Na taj naËin bi se pokuπala podiÊi
kvaliteta reanimacije i poboljπati njen ishod.

Ad 5. Aktivnosti koje HKD planira u narednoj godini su
brojne. Prof. MiliËiÊ je upoznao nazoËne o planiranim ak-
tivnostima: Simpozij o pluÊnoj hipertenziji, koji bi vodio
prof. Samaræija, godiπnji Kongres druπtva u Opatiji u listo-
padu, u koji bi se ukljuËio zbog racionalizacije sredstava i
simpozij o ehokardiografiji s pozvanim predavaËima iz
inozemstva, Cardiology Conference u Dubrovniku plani-
ran u svibnju u suradnji s Francuskim kardioloπkim dru-
πtvom, Simpozij o aritmijama u Zagrebu u oæujku, simpo-
zij o MSCT koronarografiji koju Êe organizirati dr. JukiÊ u
Zagrebu. 

Prof Bergovec je upoznao nazoËne Ëlanove UO s aktiv-
nostima u prevoenju i izdavanju dæepnih smjernica Eu-
ropskog kardioloπkog druπtva. Upravo su gotove smjernice
za predoperativnu procjenu pacijenata za nekardioloπke
operacije, u planu su smjernice o prevenciji KV bolesti i
STEMI. Dr. PoËaniÊ je preuzeo na sebe prijevod u dæep-
nom formatu smjernica za atrijsku fibrilaciju. 

Prof. Bergovec je takoer iznio problem implementaci-
je smjernica “Heart Score” programa koje su prevedene u
Europskom kardioloπkom druπtvu, ali su neprimjenjive u
Hrvatskoj jer nisu na hrvatskom jeziku. Materijal je preve-
den na hrvatski knjiæevni jezik i vraÊen u European Heart
House te Ëeka da bude tamo i sluæbeno inauguriran kako
bi se mogao primjenjivati u naπoj zemlji. 

Ad 6. Dogovoreno je da se sljedeÊi sastanci Upravnog
odbora odræavaju prvog utorka u mjesecu na Medicinskom
fakultetu u sobi za sastanke s poËetkom u 17 sati te je slje-
deÊi zakazan za prvi utorak u veljaËi (zbog predstojeÊih
blagdana je preskoËen prvi utorak u sijeËnju), dana 2. vel-
jaËe 2010. godine.
